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Title: Con:nuum of Services for GiBed and Talented Educa:on Act 
Preamble: 

The Con(nuum of Services for Gi3ed and Talented Educa(on Act is designed to ensure that gi3ed and 
talented students have equitable access to appropriate educa(onal opportuni(es that meet their unique 
learning needs and support their intellectual, social, and emo(onal development. This act recognizes the 
importance of iden(fying, nurturing, and challenging gi3ed and talented students to help them reach 
their full poten(al. It is our commitment to provide a comprehensive and flexible con(nuum of services 
that caters to the diverse needs of gi3ed and talented learners. 

Sec+on 1: Defini+ons 

1.1. Gi5ed and Talented Student: A student who demonstrates excep(onal intellectual, crea(ve, ar(s(c, 
leadership, or other abili(es and requires specialized programming or services beyond the standard 
curriculum to fully develop their poten(al. 

Sec+on 2: Iden+fica+on and Assessment 

2.1. Schools shall implement a comprehensive and ongoing process for the iden(fica(on of gi3ed and 
talented students, which may include mul(ple criteria such as standardized tests, teacher 
recommenda(ons, porIolio assessments, and behavioral checklists. 

2.2. Assessment procedures shall be culturally unbiased and sensi(ve to ensure that students from 
diverse backgrounds are not overlooked. 

Sec+on 3: Con+nuum of Services 

3.1. Universal Screening: All students shall have access to differen(ated instruc(on in the regular 
classroom to address their unique learning needs. Teachers shall receive professional development to 
effec(vely differen(ate instruc(on. 

3.2. In-Classroom Enrichment: Enrichment ac(vi(es shall be provided within the regular classroom to 
challenge and engage gi3ed and talented students. 

3.3. Pull-Out Programs: Gi3ed and talented students may be provided with opportuni(es to par(cipate 
in specialized enrichment programs outside of the regular classroom. 

3.4. Accelera+on: Accelera(on op(ons, such as grade skipping or advanced coursework, shall be made 
available for students who demonstrate readiness. 

3.5. Mentorship and Appren+ceship: Gi3ed and talented students may be paired with mentors or 
engage in appren(ceship programs to further develop their talents and interests. 

3.6. Cluster Grouping: Cluster grouping strategies shall be used to place gi3ed and talented students 
together in classes where appropriate, fostering peer interac(ons and support. 



3.7. Individualized Educa+on Plans (IEPs): Individualized plans shall be developed for gi3ed and talented 
students with excep(onal needs, including those with disabili(es or other excep(onali(es. 

3.8. Professional Development: Educators shall receive ongoing professional development in gi3ed 
educa(on strategies and methodologies to effec(vely serve the needs of these students. 

Sec+on 4: Parent and Community Involvement 

4.1. Schools shall ac(vely involve parents and the community in the planning and implementa(on of 
gi3ed and talented educa(on services. 

4.2. Informa(on regarding gi3ed and talented programs and services shall be communicated to parents 
in a clear and accessible manner. 

Sec+on 5: Accountability and Evalua+on 

5.1. Schools shall establish clear goals and outcomes for their gi3ed and talented programs, regularly 
assess progress, and make adjustments as needed. 

5.2. The State Department of Educa(on shall conduct periodic reviews and evalua(ons of gi3ed and 
talented programs to ensure compliance with this act. 

Sec+on 6: Funding 

6.1. Adequate funding shall be allocated to support the implementa(on of the Con(nuum of Services for 
Gi3ed and Talented Educa(on Act, including professional development, resources, and specialized 
personnel. 

Sec+on 7: Repor+ng 

7.1. Schools shall provide annual reports to the State Department of Educa(on on the progress and 
outcomes of their gi3ed and talented programs. 

Sec+on 8: Implementa+on Timeline 

8.1. This act shall be implemented beginning in the academic year following its passage. 

Sec+on 9: Amendments 

9.1. Amendments to this act may be proposed and considered as needed to ensure its effec(veness in 
mee(ng the needs of gi3ed and talented students. 

Sec+on 10: Enactment 

10.1. This act shall take effect upon its passage and signing into law.
